Lorenzo S. Littles

Mr. Littles joined the Dallas office of Enterprise Community Partners, Inc, in October 1997 where he directs a staff of eleven in a variety of community housing development activities.  He has over twenty-nine years experience in project management, policy-making, administration and legal analysis.  At Enterprise, Mr. Littles oversees the administration of the City of Dallas Mortgage Assistance Programs (MAP) that provide zero-interest down payment and closing costs subsidies to first time homebuyers purchasing in homes Dallas.  Over the past nineteen years the City has invested more than $63.4 million into MAP that has subsidized more than 6,600 families and leveraged in excess of $460 million in private mortgage financing.  

Mr. Littles is also the President of EHOP-Dallas, Inc., a supporting organization of Enterprise that purchases, restores and resells at a discount HUD foreclosed properties to income-eligible families.  Over the past 38 months, EHOP-Dallas, Inc. has purchased and rehabbed 199 properties, sold 179 of these homes and transferred more than $2.3 million in equity to its homebuyers.  In January, 2008, Mr. Littles was appointed to a three-year term on the Federal Reserve Bank’s Consumer Advisory Committee where he serves on the Compliance and Community Reinvestment Act and Community Affairs and Housing committees.
In 1994, Littles was appointed Chief Operating Officer for United States Senator Carol Moseley-Braun, after spending seven years as a real estate project manager for Ameritech Illinois, now SBC.   During the 1982 – 1983 term Mr. Littles served as law clerk to Judge John J. Gibbons of the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Third Circuit after which he practiced Real Estate and Municipal Finance law as an associate at the law firm of Schiff Hardin & Waite in Chicago, Illinois.  

Mr. Littles has an undergraduate degree in Economics from Cornell University in Ithaca, New York, a Masters in Public Affairs from the Woodrow Wilson School of Public and International Affairs at Princeton University and a law degree from Harvard Law School.  He is a real estate attorney licensed to practice law in New Jersey, Illinois and Texas.  He has been married to his law school classmate, Corliss Stone-Littles for 25 years.
